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Discussing an ethnographic study, this presentation is an exploration into questions of desire, learning and Hip-Hop: Why do we love what we love, listen to the music we listen to, or watch the movies we watch? Juxtaposing desire and literacies, Hip-Hop, it is contended, is a major player into students’ desire and sense of self, as well as what they learn and how they learn it. The presentation concludes with concrete pedagogical ideas and tools that teachers may use in their own classrooms. Yep, if you wonder what’s Hip-Hop got to do with education, then join us!
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
