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This presentation shares various narratives of how a locally developed community service learning program at an Ontario high school, afforded “at risk” students important educational opportunities to incite their respective multiple literacies and social imagination through the curricular and pedagogical use of emergent 2.0 technologies like social networking. More specifically, the presentation draws on qualitative research strategies as a form or “rhizosemiotic play” to disassemble and reassemble the narratives articulations produced by teachers, students, and researchers on a social network called Digital Youth Activism hosted in turn on � HYPERLINK "http://www.ning.com" ��www.ning.com�.
