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Real Multiplicities: Post-Identity in Arts Educatio n   
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Human representation, organization, significance, and subjectivity are changing as 
society moves into the posthuman.  My doctoral research proposes that the posthuman 
affects the identity structures of artists, art teachers, and student art teachers, prompting 
a new direction in art education.  Through the production of artworks, these individuals 
creatively interact with the world, produce particular subjectivities, have the potential to 
rupture dominant thought, and produce new refrains and alternate possibilities.  With 
individual art practices and written artist statements, participants will provide arts-based 
data to investigate de-centered posthuman identity structures.  Via old and new media, 
the topic of identity in posthuman times, and a group exhibition, these artists will access 
new materials of expression and multiplicities that will allow for new, exploratory points of 
reference.  Through an alternate, particularly Deleuzian way of approaching the art 
encounter and emphasizing the negotiating identity structure, I am hoping for a new 
posthuman face of art education, particularly at the post-secondary level.   
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
